DUMPSTER RENTAL INFORMATION

This pickup is for Chisholm residents only.  You must sign up and pre-pay at Chisholm City Hall Offices.  Dumpsters can only be rented for 1 week from dumpster drop off.
DO NOT RELOCATE DUMPSTERS.  They are placed in a location that will allow them to be picked up. 
 DEMOLITION AND HOUSEHOLD WASTES MUST BE KEPT SEPARATED.

DEMOLITION DUMPSTER RENTAL - $40.00 EACH (ONE PICKUP ONLY)
Demolition Wastes: Wood, pallets, shingles, rolled roofing, lumber, electric wire, sheet rock, windows, doors, and Styrofoam insulation.  NO METAL, MATTRESSES, OR ELECTRONICS.
Items can not be stacked over 1 foot above the rim of the dumpster.  
HOUSEHOLD DUMPSTER RENTAL - $40.00 EACH (ONE PICKUP ONLY)- $10.00 FEE FOR UNUSED DUMPSTERS RETURNED
(ITEMS CAN BE PICKED UP BY THE CITY CREW FOR AN ADDITIONAL $10.00 PER ITEM IN A CASE BY CASE BASIS….)
Household Wastes:  Non-hazardous trash items.  Items such as sofas and large furniture do not need to be placed inside the dumpster, however you will be charged for an equal volume of waste.  Household waste excludes appliances.  No city bags needed.  NO METAL, MATTRESSES, OR ELECTRONICS.   
Items can not be stacked over 1 foot above the rim of the dumpster. 
NEW CHANGE - BRICKS & CEMENT WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!
APPLIANCES ($8.00 EACH) Includes the following items: Stoves, water heaters, air conditioners, dehumidifiers, microwave ovens, dish washers, clothes washers, dryers, refrigerators and freezers. (Refrigerators and freezers must have doors removed)
TIRES - $2.00 EACH     TELEVISIONS - $15.00   MATTRESSES - $12.00    COUCHES & CHAIRS - $10.00
USED MOTOR OIL & SCRAP METAL is accepted at the City Garage free of charge from 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.
NEW – BALKAN/CHISHOLM RECYCLING CENTER IS ACCEPTING TIRES, USED MOTOR OIL & APPLIANCES AT NO CHARGE.

The St. Louis County Solid Waste Department accepts tires (limit 4), appliances (limit 2), yard waste, batteries, used motor oil, oil filters (limit 4), scrap metal, used antifreeze, and 4-ft fluorescent bulbs (limit 4) free of charge at its Transfer Station (262-6488) in Hibbing and its Regional Landfill in Gilbert, Monday through Saturday.
