City Attorney Cianni reported that Building & Zoning Official Steve Erickson was given the 
consent for demolition today to proceed with the demolition of the garage located at 21 SW 5th 
St. He also reported he is working on the deed work & titles for the Industrial Park Plat land 
owned by RGGS & US Steel. 
Consulting Engineer - Jim Johnson updated the Council on the following projects: 6th St. SW & 
8th Ave Water Main Loop is complete with a 1 year warranty. 6th St. SW- the City Crew and the 
contractors are working off the punch list to make necessary corrections and to put on the final 
wearcourse. 6th St. SE/Rail Dr. is well underway. Center Drive – accepting bids upon Council 
approval at tonight’s meeting. A preconstruction meeting is scheduled for Thursday, June 13, 
2013 at 10:00 a.m. in the Council Chambers. The Track & Field area is being paved and 
reclaimed and survey crews will be there tomorrow. They will let this work set for 21 days. 
Other - Councilor Benson attended the Parks & Rec. Board meeting and reported things are 
going well and staff is in place for the summer. Councilor Campbell reported the Adopt an Area 
signs have been put up. Thanked the Fire Department, Chisholm Beautification Association and 
all the volunteers that helped paint the Fire Hydrants on the south side of Chisholm. The CBA 
will be watering the plants on the main street. The extreme makeover house painting has been 
rescheduled for June 30, 2013. Councilor Cook reported Precious Paws will be providing 
reduced rabies vaccinations for dogs and cats for $5.00 on Sunday, June 23, 2013 from  
11a.m. – 3 p.m. A spay/neuter clinic will be offered on July 9, 2013.Councilor Scaia reported the 
Fire Department had 14 calls and many of them were to the compost site and fire pits for 
burning items other than wood. The FD will hold a live burn on Haiskinen Road in Balkan on 
July 15, 2013. Mayor Jugovich reminded the public to keep grass clippings out of the streets. He 
assisted with the fire hydrant painting and thanked the volunteers that helped. If anyone is 
interested in painting a fire hydrant in their neighborhood, contact Carole Gornick with the 
Chisholm Beautification Association.
