The new City 
Librarian, Katy Christenson introduced herself. Summer reading program will begin on June 2, 
2014. There is a new Facebook page. The library will have new hours from 9:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday beginning April 9, 2014.Recreation Director Tammy Nevalainen reported 
the youth soccer registration is taking place now. Volley ball, Bocce Ball & Softball registration will 
begin. Administrator Casey reported Scott Oberstar accepted an award for the City of Chisholm 
for "Excellence" in operating of the Waste Water Sewer Plant. Casey met with MnDOT and 
collaborated on the Mining Impact Grant Study. He will be attending the League of MN Cities 
regional conference tomorrow in Duluth. HF3172 has been submitted and in this bill MSA (state 
aid) cities would receive $3.5 million for potholes. Councilor Cook talked about the Iron Range Off 
Road Cycle Club, they are looking at various sites in the area and looking at making Chisholm a 
regional destination. Working with ATV Clubs and the CBA for various bike riding options. 
Looking at doing a membership drive on May 1, 2014. Councilor Drow welcomed Katy 
Christenson to the Library. She attended the Planning & Zoning Commission meeting. They will 
forward a recommendation to the City council regarding a request. Councilor Scaia attended the 
Fire Department meeting. They had 14 calls last month. The Fire Department is working on job 
descriptions and Standard Operating Procedures.
