PUBLIC SAFETY FACILITY BUILDING
The Mayor turned over the meeting to Michael Hille for a presentation on the proposed location and design of the Public Facilities Complex.  Mr. Hille reviewed the design and location on the previous waste water treatment plant area. Discussion ensued on the placement of the building on the property, which requires the removal of the current garage/storage facility on the property.  Other questions included the access to the County road, the proposed final elevation of the building, and traffic flow around the building. The discussion then moved to the building layout and floor plan.  The Police Chief and Fire Chief reviewed the requirements for the office and garage space, as well as the flow of foot traffic through the building.  Questions were asked of the Chief’s, about each of the offices as well as the garage space.  After some discussion it was requested that an additional bay area be added on the fire department garage, and additional parking in the police department garage.  The square footage of the building was set at 24,000 square feet. 
Discussion then moved to the cost of the building and how it will be financed.  The original concept was that the building would be constructed by Kraus Anderson and owned by them.  It would be leased to the City at a fixed fee based on the total construction costs. Other funding options were discussed, such as out-rite purchase, bonding, and mortgage.
The Mayor requested that new plans be prepared based on the input from this meeting and presented to the City Council as soon as possible. There being no further discussion, the Mayor asked for a motion to adjourn.
