Councilor Campbell thanked the city crew for putting in long hours and their hard work with the removal

of snow. She attended the MAPE labor negotiations meeting with Mayor Champa & City Attorney Bryan Lindsay. The interviews were conducted on Monday for the Deputy Clerk position.

Councilor Lantz attended the League of Mn Cities Newly Elected Officials training in Brainerd. 

He thanked the city crew for the job they did removing snow and thanked the residents for their patience during this time. He congratulated the previous council members for the appointments of new employees, Bill Manney and Mandy Galli, he has been receiving positive feedback and people are speaking highly of them. Councilor Larson attended the League of Mn Cities Leadership Conference for Newly Elected Officials in Brainerd. She reported the Chisholm Library is hosting a field trip for Chisholm 4th graders in observance of "Read Across America Day" on Friday (they will have a Dr. Suess theme).The winter reading program for adults (Curl Up With a Good Book) has started and will continue through March 15th when 

prizes will be awarded. She thanked the volunteers for their help with the great Polar Bear Days events and thanked Chamber Executive Director, Shannon Kishel-Roche for her continued support in the community. Today is Bus Driver Appreciation Day and she thanked the bus drivers for keeping students safe. 

Community Education now has a Facebook and Instagram page. There will be a Sock Hop at the Vaughn Steffensrud School on Tuesday, March 12th from 5:30 – 7:00 p.m. and donations for the Food Shelf will be accepted that night. The Chisholm Blue Streaks will be having Cheer Day at the gym in March. Sign up will begin soon with the new Spring flyer coming out and Spring swimming lessons will begin on April 1st. The Chisholm Kiwanis Club is hosting the Miss Chisholm Coronation event at the Chisholm auditorium on March 5th at 6:30 p.m. The community is invited to attend.

Councilor Vake attended the League of Mn Cities training in Brainerd. He reported the 

Chisholm Chamber of Commerce will be moving to their new office in the Sertich Plumbing & Heating 

storefront on Friday. The “Chilly Open” golf event will be on March 9, 2019 at the MN Discovery Center.

The Miss Chisholm event is a huge event for the Kiwanis Club and he invited the public to attend.

Mayor Champa was unable to attend the PUC meeting and reported the City has thawed frozen water lines with a welder in the past but the League of MN Cities insurance adjusters do not recommend doing this. 

MN Rural Water brought a steam machine for the PUC board members to look at and City staff to use for thawing frozen lines. He reminded the public that if they leave town for an extended period of time and they have a toilet that runs and doesn't shut off, they will be charged for the water and sewer usage 

as the City will not absorb these costs and cannot write off these large amounts that the customer will be charged. He attended the HRA meeting last night and reported they have a new Director at the HRA and the Bylaws need updating. The Chairman of the HRA board has been looking at other communities lease agreements. The HRA has had issues with tenants destroying the buildings, which has resulted in huge costs to rent them so they are looking at a new lease agreement for tenants. He gave an update on the proposed Public Safety Facility building and will bring more information to the council at the next council meeting. He recommends buying and owning the building versus leasing it. He has had numerous conversations with the architectural firm, Five Bugles and Kraus Anderson Consulting regarding the lease agreement. The next step would be a competitive bid project with sealed bids. He has been in contact with Senator Tomassoni & Congressman Staubers office for any financial assistance they may be able to give for the building. The IRRRB may be an additional source of funding. The proposed cost for the new building is $8 million dollars. He will try to have more information at the next council meeting in order for the council to make an informed decision. 

Police Chief Vern Manner reported the Emergency Notification committee has not met regarding the RAVE notification system.

Administrator Bill Manney met with A T & T regarding I-pads with email and internet access for the six 

council members and will have a proposal from A T & T for the cost at the next council meeting.
