REPORTS
Councilor Campbell thanked the public for cancelling their events and practicing social distancing during the current COVID 19 pandemic. She attended the Police Department interviews yesterday, they interviewed five people. She went over the Police Department report for 4th quarter 2019 and compared it to 4th quarter 2018. She reported 927 total number of case incidents 4th quarter 2019 (986 for 2018); 8 formal complaints for 4th quarter 2019 (23 for 2018); 22 citations issued for 4th quarter 2019 (50 for 2018); 47 traffic warning/released for 4th quarter 2019 (70 for 2018); 3 yellow bag fines for 4th quarter 2019 ( 0 in 2018); 11 dog complaints for 4th quarter 2019 ( 22 in 2018); 23 car doors opened for 4th quarter 2019 (18 in 2018) and 270 walk in/calls to PD (not ICR’d) for 4th quarter 2019 which is the same as 2018.
Councilor Fountain wished everyone a Happy St. Patrick’s Day and acknowledged that Library Supervisor Katie Christenson was here tonight to give an update on all the wonderful things going on at the library. She thanked Katie for making the library the heart of the community. If you received a census survey in the mail, it’s very important to go online and take the survey. It is super easy. It takes about 10 minutes of your time and you’re done. This will help determine how many people live in Chisholm to help with funding, and grants. She is so proud that we are going to be a part of the 2020 census at the library. Thank you for your time to take the census. We are still looking to fill the position for the summer library intern. Applications were due March 16, 2020. The City of Chisholm closed the acceptance of applications for an Economic Development Coordinator, applications were due on March 13, 2020. We hope that many people applied and we are able to hire the best candidate. She thanked the Chisholm Ambulance crew and the Chisholm Police Department for their fast responses to people in need. They are truly a blessing in our community and she believes they all should be recognized. The Mitchell family recently lost their entire garage in Chisholm and everything that was in it. Many belongings, work tools for his job, clothes, food, yard work machines, their truck, and much, much more. The worst part is now all of his belongings are gone to continue his work as a journeyman house sider. The needs are men’s pants size 34/34, shirt size XL, shoe size 10 1/2 or 11, work boots, food, tools, tool belt, siding tools, measure tapes, tin snips, utility knifes, hammers, circular saw, pry bar, chalk lines, items that he can have to continue to work as a journeyman house sider. Any 
donation at this time would be very helpful to this family, and they would greatly appreciate your help. The Fountain family has set up a donation drive where you may deliver items to their home at 120 NE 4th Ave, Chisholm, MN or call her cell phone at 218-969-3078 and her husband can pick up the items and bring them to their home or they can also get a hold of the family for you if you have larger items that you would like to donate. She thanked the citizens of Chisholm for their help. The Fairview Hospital in Hibbing has setup a popup curbside outside of the hospital for CORONA-19 virus testing.
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Councilor Lantz wished everyone a Happy St. Patrick’s Day. He expressed the need for people to keep calm during the current CORONA-19 pandemic. He reported the Economic Development Authority is looking at offering a 0% interest rate loan program. The Fire Department has had a lot of fires this year and he expressed the need for renters to not overlook rental insurance. He also stressed the importance of having working smoke detectors. He asked people to help their neighbors.
Councilor Vake reminded the parents of those in school to please be patient with teachers during the Distance Learning as this is the first time they are doing this. A form was sent home with students to sign up for breakfast and lunch during this time and the school will deliver the meals.

Mayor Champa reported he and Administrator Manney met with Department Heads this morning. The Department Heads were given the choice to attend the council meeting tonight. They were informed of the items that will be addressed at the council meeting tonight regarding the current COVID 19 pandemic. He feels it is important to keep everyone healthy. He shared information that Public Works Larry Folstad mentioned at the meeting this morning, such as thinking of ways to keep his staff separate while they are working and maybe staggering shifts so that not all staff members are working the same shift.
Assistant Fire Chief Chris Masucci reported the Fire Department is cancelling all trainings, the banquet and all meetings at this time. They will stagger crews rather than sending everyone out on calls and will make sure other mutual aid Fire Department personnel are not sick. 

Library Supervisor Katie Christenson reported they had a very talented musician, Becky Schlegel perform at the assisted living facility, Serving Hands, on Monday. The Library is an official registration site for the 2020 census. Please call the Library if you have questions. The Library has been closed to the public but staff is available by phone, email or Facebook during their regular business hours Monday – Friday from 9:30 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. Only three (3) of the fifty four (54) Libraries in Minnesota are still open. Please don’t worry about late fees on materials that are checked out. Movies and books can be dropped off in the Library drop box. Patrons can get a Library card to check out ebooks & magazines. You can sign up to receive Everbridge alert notifications from the City at northlandalert.com. The Library staff will assist you if needed.
Administrator Manney thanked the election judges and reported the Presidential Primary Election went well. He strongly recommends that people sign up for the Everbridge alert system at northlandalert.com. He was invited by Representative Sandstede to attend a meeting at the State Capital last week to give a presentation on the City of Chisholm’s Public Safety Facility. Senator Tomassoni is doing what he can with the Senate to assist the City in obtaining funding for the Public Safety Facility. The AFSCME Labor Union voted the tentative labor agreement down. He will be working with Attorney Lindsay on the next step.
